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Checklist: Safe repairs in the field

wedges?

Have you turned off the engine and removed the key from the
ignition?

Has the machine come to a complete stop and is the hydraulic
system pressure-free?

Have you secured the machine with blocks, wedges or safety
brackets?
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Before repairing

Have you ensured that the machine is stable and won't slip, tip over
or crush you?
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Always use an appropriate tool - never your hands - to remove
objects that are stuck.
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Have you put protective shielding back in place?
